Rotary Interact Coordi-
nator Dana Arell got busy and encouraged other
district Interact Clubs to help out, provided they
had not already made their Heifer Internationa
contribution. Joining in this most successful pro-
ject were the clubs from Aurora Central, Boulder,
Brighton Charter, Gilpin, and Overland. The TJ
Interactors held a luncheon on May 7 to thank the
many contributors. DTC Club President Robert
Stelert presented a check for $1,000 to Chris

Since 1944, Heifer International has worked to bring help, healing and
hope to millions of impoverished families worldwide. In areas where hun-
ger and despair once prevailed, Heifer programs have reinvigorated com-
munities through livestock, training and “ passing on the gift”.

The“Ark” typically contains the following animals: 2 cows, 2 sheep, 2
camels, 2 oxen, 2 water buffalo, 2 pigs, 2 beehives, 2 goats, 2 donkeys, 2
trios of ducks, 2 trios of rabbits, 2 trios of guinea pigs, 2 flocks of geese, 2
flocks of chicks, and 2 llamas. They will go to countries around the globe.
Each family who receives livestock from the Gift Ark will pass on one or
more of the animals’ offspring to other families who are in need in their

community.

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The Cherry Creek Interact Club contributed $400 to a
Rotary Foundation Matching Grant Project in Kenya.
This project was selected as a District Interact Project
by the clubsin the district. However, some delays in
information resulted in most clubs donating their
funds to other worth causes. Cherry Creek Interact
President Maggie Kennedy was persistent in seeking
to support this project.

This project will supply water to the village of Gai-
tune-lnono, a community of 2,000 people, most of
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whom live below the poverty level. Women and
children travel 5 kilometers to fetch water to
drink and keep animals alive during long periods
of drought. Establishing a continuous source of
clean water from a river will allow the villagers
to grow crops all year rather than only during the
April-May rainy season. The project will take
one year to complete. Six District 5450 Rotary
Clubs and a Kenyan Rotary Club are participat-
ing in this matching grant project.
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Each Interact Club should submit the “Incoming Interact Officer Data Form” to Rotary International by
June 30, 2006. This form can be found on page 45 of the Interact Handbook. A simpler aternative is
available online at http://www.rotary.org/programs/interact/resour ces/contact form.html. The online
form requires the information for either the incoming club president or the club advisor. Submission of this
form will allow Rotary International to update their records of active clubs and give each Interact Club the
opportunity to select to be included in the annual I nteract Correspondence ExchangeList.

In addition, Rotary International uses the submission of the form as the basis for listing active Interact
Clubs throughout Rotary International. Failure to submit this form can cause RI to drop clubs from their
list. This could result in your club being considered as non-chartered and require considerable paperwork

to regain active status.
